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nlike building a new home,
a home renovation proj-
ect—especially when the
homeowners continue to
reside in the home during construc-
tion —present tremendous challenges
for the builder/remodeler. Chief among
them may very well be the people
skills of the contractor and their team
of tradesmen. When considering the
infinite number of instances for the
contractor to disappoint (or worse) the
homeowner (i.e. scheduing issues,
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excessive noise and dust, worksite tidi-
ness, attitude, inappropriate language,
not to mention workmanship), it speaks
volumes when a homeowner calls the
contractor back for additional work.

When Katherine and Frank purchased
their historic 1830 home in July of
2019, they knew renovations would be
required and they already knew who
they wanted to do them. Having used
the Leola-based home builder, LH Con-
struction (LHC) for a 2014 whole-house

renovation at their previous home, they
had no need to consider anyone else.

With their new purchase (which had
been added onto over the years), the
renovation priority became the kitchen
due to a crumbling floor.
